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Radiation Safety Company in Glenwood, IL Essential to Covid-19 Efforts  

Tucked away in the small, Chicago suburb of Glenwood, IL for more than 65 years, LANDAUER has quietly served as the international headquarters of a leading radiation safety company. Making a variety of radiation dose monitors called dosimeters, required in organizations where workers are exposed to radiation-producing devices like X-ray machines, LANDAUER has served as a partner to hospitals, industries, first responders and the military. Now it is helping in the Covid-19 pandemic.
After acquisition by Fortive in late 2017, LANDAUER joined with sister organizations Fluke Biomedical and RaySafe to form Fluke Health Solutions (FHS), providing a broader array of products and services for these audiences. Then in 2019, laboratories to calibrate, repair and service medical devices manufactured by FHS were added to the LANDAUER Glenwood facility. 
In March, the Covid-19 pandemic resulted in the Illinois lockdown ordered by Governor J.B. Pritzker, however, the LANDAUER/FHS facility was designated an Essential Business keeping critical radiation safety tasks moving forward.
As the need for ventilators across the country skyrocketed and the subsequent need ramped up for quality assurance tools to test new ventilators before use, demand grew on the Glenwood team. “Add in new locations such as field and satellite hospitals, and the need for quality assurance testing with reliable equipment like that made by Fluke Biomedical has become critically important and in demand – and in need of precise calibration,” said Chris Passmore, CHP, Vice President of Global Services.
Engineers and staff working on Fluke Biomedical products such as gas flow analyzers, patient simulators (blood pressure, EKG, heart monitors, and oxygen), infusion pumps, defibrillators, electrosurgery and electrical safety analyzers/test devices need periodic calibration and repair for use in hospitals. The Glenwood laboratories are accredited by the National Voluntary Laboratory Accreditation Program, or NVLAP, and accredited to ISO 17025.
“In April, a second shift was added to keep up with a demand about 30% above historical numbers. All staff work in an environment that adheres to current pertinent safety and distancing rules. Our laboratories and factory facility team are pleased to be considered an essential part of the work underway by so many to stem the spread of Covid-19,” Passmore added. 
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
