Laurie Wheeler Resident (Brookwood Point)- addressed the
Board with her concerns on the condition of the Parks such as
the tennis courts and the overall look of the parks.

OPEN TO THE PUBLIC:

Leon Fields — Resident

Mr. Fields expressed his concerns regarding the road construction projects on
Glenwood Dyer Road and Glenwood Lansing Road; he noted witnessing the driver
in a black BMW that caused an accident. The other concern is with the sewers being
covered with the buds also known as “helicopters” causing flooding in some areas;
Public Works Director, Bill noted that they are in the process of sweeping through
the town to remove the buds.

Darnell Houser — Husband of Village of Glenwood Employee

Mr. Houser directed his public comment to Trustee Winston; he stated his wife
works for the Village of Glenwood and noted there was an incident a few months
ago regarding Trustee Winston making advances towards his wife, making her feel
uncomfortable; he stated he does not play about his wife or kids; he wanted to be
clear that his statements are not up for conversation.

Trustee Winston responded that the public comments made by Mr. Houser were
inappropriate due to this being a serious HR related issue that should have been
investigated thoroughly; this matter has been going on for months; the Board is
obligated to protect all of its employees; noted he was made aware of allegations
about him through the community; any complaints of sexual harassment should be
taken seriously and investigated confidentially; Mr. Houser should not have been
allowed to make threats against an elected official in the presence of the Police
Chief, Mayor and Board; there have been too many incidents of violence at the
workplace not to take each complaint seriously.
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Village Administrator, B. Mitchell noted that he has no control in stopping an
individual from making a public comment. He also added that this ongoing
investigation can be discussed in executive closed session following tonight’s
meeting.

Trustee Lynch noted that Mr. Houser made his statement clearly without any
disrespect; he stated that Mr. Houser did not make a threat to Trustee Winston; as
a husband, he had every right to do whatever is necessary to protect his wife and
that he would have done the same thing if it were his wife.

Chief Peddycord made a point to note for the record that Mr. Houser made a public
comment; he did not hear everything that was said but did not receive his
comment as a threat; agreed with Village Administrator that he does not have
authority to stop anyone from making a public comment during the regular board
meeting.

Trustee Hart commented that the Village Administrator did not inform the Board
aware of the allegations; this is a sensitive personnel issue that should be treated
as such in closed sessions; the Board is responsible for ensuring the safety of its
employees and protecting the Village of potential liability; as such, any egregious
allegations should always be reported to the Board expeditiously for investigation.

Motion to Approve an Ordinance amending Section 10-46 of the Village’s
Code of Ordinances.
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Discussion: The Owners of ROK Island Bistro addressed the Board regarding
the changes to the hours of their liquor license; stated it has created a
drastic financial impact to their revenues; juggling employees across other
business to avoid loss of for staff employees; revenues have declined from
jobs$60,000 to $12,000 since impact; suggested change of location is not
conducive to their business; 90% of the residents in the condominium
patronize the business; he also owns the condo unit directly above the
establishment and noise is minimal; once made aware of the Village noise
ordinance, music has been turned down after 11pm; noted this business
upholds all of the laws with integrity and just wants to run a profitable
business; 12midnight/1am weekends is suggested for reconsideration.

Trustee Hadnott expressed tighter controls would be necessary if the Board
considers extending the liquor license to 2am; recommended including a
trial period of 90 days that the business would have to comply without any
ordinance violations or complaints; tax revenue statements can be reviewed
to see true financial impact.

Trustee Lynch emphasized the need to have a happy medium with both the
residents and the business owners; Trustee Hart commented that the Board
voted to approve the change based on the information that was presented
and did not understand what has changed to suggest amending the
ordinance; also requested clarity regarding the owner stating publicly during
the last Board meeting that people on the Mayor’s team was involved in
shaking him down for money. Mayor Gardiner indicated the loss of revenue
was a factor and he would not want to lose the business for Glenwood,;
additional terms or conditions for the license can be added to the Ordinance
if the Board wants to consider extending the license hours; additional time
is needed to consider conditions and requested Board members to send
recommendations for the ordinance amendment to his attention for further
review. Attorney Matt, advised that the motion had not made prior to
discussion.

RE: Executive Session -Request for approval of an MAI Appraisal for U-Haul’s PTAB
Appeal

Several months ago, the Village Board authorized intervention in U-Haul’s complaint to
the Property Tax Appeal Board (PTAB) concerning its assessed value for property taxes. The
Village has intervened and has been given an August 17, 2022 deadline to submit its appraisal
evidence for the case. Accordingly, if the Village wishes to materially participate in this case, it
will need to obtain and submit its own appraisal.

U-Haul’s case is based upon the 2020 tax year for PINs 32-09-100-019-0000 (U-Haul) and
32-09-100-020-0000 (gas station out lot). But, since they agree with the Cook County Board of
Review’s assessed value for PIN 32-09-100-020-0000 and with the assessed value of the land for
PIN 32-09-100-019-0000, the only conflict arises over the value of the improvements on PIN 32-
09-100-019-0000. The Owner claims the improvements on PIN 32-09-100-019-0000 have an
assessed value of 48,540, which equates to a market value of $194,160. In contrast, the Cook
County Board of Review determined that the assessed value of the improvements is 752,660,
which equates to a market value of $3,010,640. In other words, the Owner is seeking a decision
from PTAB which values these improvements at 6.4% of the value determined by the Board of
Review.

The owners have submitted their appraisal to PTAB. I have provided this appraisal to
Anthony Uzemack, an MAI appraiser, for a preliminary review. He takes issue with the
fundamental basis under which the Owner’s appraiser operated. The Owner’s appraisal was of a
former Walmart big box shell when he should have appraised it as a reconfigured 500 unit-self
storage facility. In order to provide a true value of what the property is worth, Mr. Uzemack would
need to complete his appraisal at a cost of $5,500.00. Mr. Uzemack is very familiar with the Village
of Glenwood. He was hired by the insurance company in defense of the Halsted Plaza litigation
and has been hired by the Village and other Glenwood property owners to perform appraisals. Mr.
Uzemack is experienced and well-qualified. He teaches appraisal courses to other appraisers that
are seeking the MAI (Masters of the Appraisal Institute) certification — the highest certification
that an appraiser can achieve.

Accordingly, I am seeking Board approval to perform an appraisal of the U-Haul Property
at a cost of $5,500.00. It can be expected that U-Haul will continue to appeal future years’ taxes
as well. By the time this matter is decided by PTAB, there likely will be 3 or 4 tax years at issue,
meaning that the amount at stake will increase by the same magnitude.

WHEREAS, the Tuffli Family Foundation (Tuffli) purchased property from the Village
identified by PINs 32-09-102-004-0000 and 32-09-102-005-0000 (the “Real Estate”) pursuant to
a redevelopment agreement executed by the Village on November 5, 2013 which provided for a
cash payment of $400,000 and the giving of a forgivable note and mortgage to the Village in the
principal amount of $350,000;

WHEREAS, the purpose of the forgivable note and mortgage was to secure Tuffli’s
continued use of the Real Estate and its compliance with the terms of its redevelopment agreement
with the Village following the transfer of the Real Estate to Tuffli;

WHEREAS, in 2020 the Redevelopment Agreement between the Village and Tuffli was
amended at the request of United Rentals which had purchased Baker Pump, the entity that leased
the Real Estate from Tuffli;

WHEREAS, the 2020 amendment to the Redevelopment Agreement addressed the fact
that: (1) United Rentals, at the Village’s request, allowed Morrison Timing and Screw Company
to use the Real Estate in to satisfy its contract with the United States Government for the assembly
and of COVID-19 in through the end of 2020; and (2) United Rentals desire to occupy the property
following the completion of its use by Morrison;

WHEREAS, under the amended agreement, the May 25, 2022 payment due in the amount

of $58,313.36 ($4,917.22 in interest and $53,396.14 in principal) was to be forgiven upon:
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A. Payment of all property tax bills issued for the Real Estate without making claim
the Real Estate is exempt from property taxation.

B. Tuffli’s continuous ownership of the Real Estate and its lease to United Rentals (as
successor to Baker Corp.) for the support of its business operations.

C. Reoccupation of the Real Estate by United Rentals after the end of Morrison’s
sublease with at least 10 full-time employees or full-time equivalent employees by

United Rentals performing operations at the Real Estate.

D. Maintenance of property insurance for the Real Estate naming the Village of
Glenwood as an additional insured.

WHEREAS, Cook County property tax records reflect that all prior tax bills on the Real
Estate have been paid and that no tax exemptions have been received;

WHERERS, Tuffli has continued to own the Real Estate since its acquisition;

WHEREAS, United Rentals has reoccupied the Real Estate following the December,
2020 end of Morrison’s sublease and has employed at least 10 full-time employees or full-time
equivalent employees on the Real Estate;

WHEREAS, The Village of Glenwood has received a certificate indicating that Tuffli has
property insurance coverage naming the Village as an additional insured with limits of
$2,825,000.00 and flood coverage limits of $5,000,000;

WHEREAS, the Village finds that the terms required for the forgiveness of the May 25,
2022 mortgage payment have been met and that pursuant to its amended agreement with Tuffli,
the Village is required to formally document its forgiveness on the note and mortgage by a written
resolution;

WHEREAS, the Lake County Excavating Company, an Illinois Corporation, as contract
purchaser, (collectively the “Petitioner”) has requested that the property described and identified
by PIN 32-10-400-006-0000 (the “Subject Property”), be rezoned into the M Manufacturing
District;

WHEREAS, the Zoning Board of Appeals of the Village of Glenwood held a public
hearing on the proposed rezoning request on June 2, 2022 pursuant to public notice duly given in
the time and manner provided by law;

WHEREAS, the Zoning Board, after considering the testimony, documentary evidence
and supporting materials offered at said public hearing has recommended that the rezoning of the
Subject Property to the M Manufacturing Zoning District be granted;

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Glenwood concur in
the recommendations of the Zoning Board;

WHEREAS, the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of Glenwood have
determined that the best interests of the Village will be served by the rezoning of the Subject
Property to the M Manufacturing Zoning District in accordance with the terms and conditions of
this Ordinance;

Village of Glenwood, Cook County, Illinois, pursuant to its home rule power, as follows:



SECTION 1: Recitals.

The foregoing recitals are true, correct and a material part of this Ordinance. The
foregoing recitals are incorporated herein as if they were fully set forth in this section.
SECTION 2: Zoning of the Subject Property into the M Manufacturing District.

The President and Board of Trustees hereby approve the rezoning of the Subject Property
legally described and identified by PIN 32-10-400-006-0000 to the M Manufacturing Zoning
District.

SECTION 3: Home Rule.

This Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act of a home rule
municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms contrary to the
provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or (b) legislate in a manner or
regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law. It is the intent of the corporate
authorities of the Village of Glenwood that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance should
be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law in
that regard within its jurisdiction.

SECTION 4: Invalidity.

In the event any portion of this Ordinance is found to be invalid, the remaining portions
of this Ordinance shall be severable from any such invalid portion and enforced to the fullest
extent possible.

SECTION 5: Effective Date:

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and approval

and shall thereafter be published in pamphlet form.

AN ORDINANCE APPROVING A PLAT OF SUBDIVISION

(PIN: 32-10-400-006-0000)

WHEREAS, the Village of Glenwood is considering the approval of a redevelopment
agreement (the ‘“Redevelopment Agreement”) with Lake County Excavating Company (the

“Developer”);

WHEREAS, the Developer is the contract purchaser of certain property identified by
PIN: 32-10-400-006-0000 (the “Subject Property”) and proposes to redevelop them pursuant to
the Redevelopment Agreement within the boundaries of the State Street Redevelopment Project
Area established by the Village pursuant to the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act,
65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-1 et. seq.;

WHEREAS, on June 2, 2022, the Village of Glenwood’s Plan Commission held a public
hearing on the Developer’s request for approval of a Plat of Subdivision for the Subject Property;

WHEREAS, the Plan Commission recommended that the Village Board approve the Plat
of Subdivision as proposed by the Developer;

WHEREAS, a copy of the Plat of Subdivision prepared by the Developer is attached as
Exhibit A;

WHEREAS, the Village finds that it is in the best interests and the welfare of the Village
to approve the Plat of Subdivision substantially in the form attached as Exhibit A; and

NOW THEREFORE, be it ordained by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village

of Glenwood pursuant to its Home Rule powers as follows:



Section 1. Recitals.

The foregoing recitals are true, a material part of this Ordinance, and are incorporated
herein as if they were fully set forth in this section.
Section 2. Approval of the Plat of Subdivision.

The Village herein approves the Plat of Subdivision in the form attached as Exhibit A
and authorizes the Village President to execute a full size mylar of the Plat of Subdivision that is
in recordable form on behalf of the Village and further authorizes the Village Clerk to attest to
the execution of the full size mylar of the Plat of Subdivision as may be necessary. Upon the
execution of the Plat, it shall be recorded with the Office of the Cook County Recorder of Deeds

as soon as reasonably practicable.

Section 3. Home Rule.

This Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act of a home rule
municipality without regard to whether this Ordinance should: (a) contain terms contrary to the
provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or (b) legislate in a manner or
regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law. It is the intent of the corporate
authorities of the Village of Glenwood that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance should
be inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law in
that regard within its jurisdiction.

Section 4. Effective Date.

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect immediately from and after its passage

and approval.

LAKE COUNTY EXCAVATING CO.

REDEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

This redevelopment agreement (the “Agreement’™) is made and entered into as of the 7th
day of June, 2022 by and between the VILLAGE OF GLENWOOD, an lllinois home rule
municipality (the “Village™) and LAKE COUNTY EXCAVATING CO. an Illinois corporation
with its principal office located at 563 Capital Lane, Gurnee, Illinois 60013 (the “Developer™).
(The Village and Developer are sometimes hereinafter referred to individually as a “Party” and
collectively as the “Parties”).

RECITALS

A. The Village has, pursuant to the Tax Increment Allocation Redevelopment Act, 65 ILCS
S/11-74.4-1 et seq., as amended (the “Act”) the authority to approve redevelopment plans and
projects for areas within its jurisdiction designated by the Village as blighted or conservation areas
pursuant to the Act.

B. The Village has, in accordance with the Act, by Ordinances nos. 2016-08, 2016-09, and
2016-10, adopted a Redevelopment Plan and Project, designated the Redevelopment Project Area
known as the State Street Redevelopment Project Area, and adopted tax increment financing for
the State Street Redevelopment Project Area.

C. The Developer has contracted to purchase property identified by PIN 32-10-400-006-0000
which is legally described on Exhibit A (the “Subject Property”).

D. The Developer desires to improve the Subject Property with the creation of an Industrial
Park that is accessed from State street on a road that needs to be constructed on Village owned
property by the Developer and dedicated to the Village.

E. The corporate authorities of the Village, after due and careful consideration, have
concluded that the redevelopment of the Subject Property will further the growth of the Village,
facilitate the redevelopment of the State Street Redevelopment Project Area, improve the
environment of the Village, increase the assessed valuation of real estate situated within the
Village; increase the economic activity within the Village; provide jobs to residents of the Village;
and otherwise be in the best interests of the Village by furthering health, safety, morals and welfare
of its residents and taxpayers.

F. No shareholder, officer, director, manager, member or employee of Developer is an elected
official, officer or employee of the Village.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing and of the mutual covenants and
agreements herein contained and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and
sufficiency of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties do hereby agree as follows:



ARTICLE 1
RECITALS PART OF AGREEMENT

1.1 Incorporation of Recitals. The recitations set forth in the foregoing recitals are material
to this Agreement and are hereby incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement as though
they were fully set forth in this Article L.

ARTICLE 11
MUTUAL ASSISTANCE

2.1 Cooperation. The Parties agree to take such actions, including the execution and delivery
of such documents, instruments, petitions and certifications (and, in the Village's case, the
adoption of such ordinances and resolutions), as may be necessary or appropriate, from time to
time, to carry out the terms, provisions and intent of this Agreement and to aid and assist each
other in carrying out said terms, provisions and intent. Further, the Village agrees that it will not
revoke or amend any ordinances or resolutions adopted by the Village relating to the State Street
Redevelopment Project Area without the prior written consent of the Developer.

ARTICLE 111
THE REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT

3.1 Redevelopment Project. The “Redevelopment Project” shall be defined as the
Developer’s acquisition of the ownership of the Subject Property and its development as an
industrial park pursuant to the concept plan attached as part of Exhibit B. All buildings shall be
served by served by Village sanitary sewer and Village water along with elcctric and natural gas
utility service. Fencing along the perimeter of the Subject Property shall not be required. The
Redevelopment Project shall include:

A. Construction of all roads and roadway lighting shown as being dedicated to the
Village on the Plat of Subdivision. The construction of the roads shall be designed to
divert stormwater flows from the south of the road flowing towards the road to the
west so that such flows can be conveyed under the road to the north side of the road
and thereafier proceed in a natural path to an existing culvert that crosses State street
from east to west and then in an existing culvert under railroad tracks.

B. Construction of all water and sewer mains serving lots | through 7 shown on the Plat
of subdivision approved by the Village. .

C. Construction of the detention pond shown on the recorded plat of subdivision to be
dedicated to the Village of Glenwood upon its completion and approval by the
MWRD. The detention pond and its related stormwater conveyance facilities shall
be designed for the conveyance and holding of stormwater from the Village owned



golf course property located to the west of the Subject Property as agreed to by the
Developer and the Village.

D. [Intentionally Omitted])

Construction of new privately owned buildings within the industrial park. At least
two (2) of the lots shall be developed with privately owned buildings at the same time
as the roads, water and sewer mains, and detention pond detention pond are being
built. The remaining lots may be developed in phases as tenants are procured.

F. Construction of site lighting, including parking lot lighting and lighting for roads that
are not being dedicated to the Village

G. The Northeast wooded wetland portion of the Subject Property shall not be
developed.

ARTICLE 1V
CONTINGENCIES

4.1  Contingencies. This Agreement shall be entirely contingent upon each and every one of
the following items:

A. Property Acquisition. The Developer shall acquire fee title to the entirety of the
Subject Property identified by PIN 32-10-400-006-0000 that is legally describe in
Exhibit A on or before August 1, 2022 or such other later date that may be mutually
agreed upon in writing by the Developer and the Village.

B. Approval of a Plat of Subdivision. The execution by both the Developer and the
Village of a Plat of Subdivision that is recorded with the Cook County Recorder of
Deeds. In addition to meeting all the Village’s requirements for the preparation of a
Plat of Subdivision, the Plat shall show:

(1) The subdivision of the Subject Property into lots.

(2) The location of all roadways to be constructed by the Developer on the
Subject Property which shall be identified as “to be dedicated” to the Village.

(3) The location of a two-lane roadway for use by trucks with trailers at an agreed
upon location to be constructed by the Developer showing ingress and egress
to the Subject Property from State Street on Village owned property located
south of the Glenwoodie Golf Course and driving range which shall be
identified as “to be dedicated” The design and construction of the road shall
divert stormwater flows as set forth in Scction 3. 1(A).

(4) The location of all storm water detention ponds intended to be constructed by
the Developer on the Subject Property and sized to service the Subject
Property and drainage for a portion of the Village owned golf course located
adjacent to the west boundary of the Subject Property. The Village and the
Developer shall enter into an agreement with the approval of their respective
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engineers with regard to the conveyance and storage of stormwater from the
Village owned golf course property west of the Subject Property in
accordance with MWRD requirements.

C. Location of Water and Sanitary Sewer Mains. A written agreement between the
Village and the Developer for the location and construction of water and sanitary
sewers mains serving the Industrial Park to be constructed by the Developer serving
the Industrial Park.

D. Construction per plans. All roads, stormwater facilities, parking lots, sewer and water
mains shall be constructed in accordance with plans approved by the Village and to any
MWRD approvals as may be necessary.

E. Zoning. The completion of all required public hearings and the Village’s approval of
the zoning of the Subject Property into the Village’s “M” Manufacturing District.

ARTICLE V
ROAD AND PARKING AREA CONSTRUCTION

5.1  Construction standards for road and parking areas. All roads as shown on the approved
Plat of Subdivision, whether or not they are to be dedicated to the Village shall be constructed
pursuant to best engineering practices to meet the requirements of current engineering standards
as adopted by the Village of Glenwood and administered by the Village Engineer. All parking
areas whether or not they are shown on the Plat of Subdivision shall also be constructed to meet
the same performance standards as dedicated roads. All water and sewer mains 1o be constructed
by the Developer within the right of way shall be constructed by the Developer pursuant to Village
standards and requirements. The right of way and all improvements within the right of way shall
be constructed at one time and shall not be developed in phases. Construction within the right of
way shall not be phased and shall not in any manner be dependent upon the sale or development
of any lots within the Developer’s industrial park. The northernmost end of the roadway shall
include a depressed curb to allow access to the adjoining property to the north solely for the
purpose of allowing farming equip to continue farming activities on the property to the north.

5.2  Village inspection of roads and parking areas. The Village and Village Engineer shall
have the right to inspect the construction of all roads and parking areas as often as deemed desirable
to confirm that they are being constructed pursuant to the required standards. Any inspections
conducted by the Village and the Village Engineer shall be performed solely for the benefit of the
Village and shall not be construed to relieve the Developer of its scparate and independent
obligations under this Agreement and under applicable Village codes, regulations and ordinances
or as a waiver of any further rights of the Village regarding the construction and maintenance of
the roads and parking areas, including the right to require code compliance and issue stop work
orders or violation notices.




53  Village acceptance of dedicated right of way. The Village shall only accept the
Developer’s dedication of roads to the Village after: (1) the construction of the roads shown on the
Plat of Subdivision as being dedicated have all been completed; and (2) all water and sewer mains
constructed within the road right of way that are to be dedicated to the Village have been
completed. After the Developer informs the Village that all the improvements for the dedicated
roads have been completed, the Village shall perform a final inspection of such improvements. In
the event the Village Engineer does not agree that final completion has been achieved, they shall
provide the Developer with a written itemization of the reasons final completion has not been
achieved and a punch list of the work still needed for final completion. Once the Village agrees
that all the improvements within the road right of way have been completed, the Developer shall
provide the Village with a Bill of Sale transferring all improvements within the right of way to
the Village and a maintenance bond or letter of credit in the amount of One Million Dollars
($1,000,000.00) that shall remain in force for the period of one calendar year from the date of the
Village's resolution accepting all the improvements within the dedicated right of way. The Village
may draw upon the bond or letter of credit for the correction of any deficiencies or latent defects
discovered in the Developer’s improvements within the dedicated right of way. If a letter of credit
is given, it shall comply with the requirements of this section and Section 8.1 of this Agreement.
In the event deficiencies or defects are discovered but not corrected prior to the expiration of the
bond or letter of credit provided by the Developer, the bond or letter of credit shall at the sole
discretion of the Village be extended for an additional year in an amount that shall not exceed
125% of the Village Engineer’s estimated cost of repairing the identified deficiencies or latent
defects. After its receipt of the Developer’s Bill of Sale and the required bond or letter of credit,
the Village shall by written resolution accept the right of way improvements. Following the
acceptance by the Village of the Developer’s improvements within the right of way, the Village
shall, subject to its ability to draw upon the letter of credit that it has received, be responsible for
all repairs and maintenance to the improvements made by the Developer within the right of way
and shall continue to maintain the right of way and all water and sewer mains installed in the right
of way for public use as part of its municipal road, water and sewer systems. The maintenance
bond or letter of credit required by this section may also include Developer’s maintenance bond
or letter of credit obligations under Sections 6.3 and 7.3; provided that the $1,000,000.00 amount
shall not be reduced until all the obligations of Sections 5.3, 6.3 and 7.3 have been met.

ARTICLE VI
WATER AND SEWER MAINS

6.1 Construction standards for water and sewer mains. All water and sewer mains to be
constructed by the Developer as agreed to by the Developer and the Village shall be constructed
pursuant Village standards and requirements. Water and sewer mains shall not be covered until
approval is given by the Village Engineer. All the water and sewer mains shall be constructed by
the Developer at one time and shall not be developed in phases. Sewer and water main construction
shall not be constructed in phases and shall not in any manner be dependent upon the sale or
development of any lots within the Developer’s industrial park.

6.2  Village inspection of water and sewer mains. The Village and Village Engineer shall
have the right to inspect the construction of all water and sewer mains as often as deemed desirable
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to confirm that they are being constructed pursuant to the required standards. Any inspections
conducted by the Village and the Village Engineer shall be performed solely for the benefit of the
Village and shall not be construed to relicve the Developer of its separate and independent
obligations under this Agreement and under applicable Village codes, regulations and ordinances
or as a waiver of any further rights of the Village regarding the construction and maintenance of
the water and sewer mains, including the right to require code compliance and issue stop work
orders or violation notices.

6.3  Village acceptance of water and sewer mains. The Village shall only accept all the water
and sewer mains constructed by the Developer after all the mains have been completed. After the
Developer informs the Village that all the water and sewer mains have been completed the Village
shall perform a final inspection of such improvements. In the event the Village Engineer does not
agree that final completion has been achieved, they shall provide the Developer with a written
itemization of the reasons final completion has not been achieved and a punch list of the work still
needed for final completion. Once the Village agrees that all the water and sewer mains have been
satisfactorily completed, the Developer shall provide the Village with a Bill of Sale transferring
all water and sewer main improvements to the Village and a maintenance bond or letter of credit
in the amount of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) that shall remain in force for the period of
one calendar year from the date of the Village’s resolution accepting the dedication of all the water
and sewer mains from the Developer. The Village may draw upon the bond or letter of credit for
the correction of any deficiencies or latent defects discovered in the Developer’s water and sewer
improvements. If a letter of credit is given, it shall comply with the requirements of this section
and Section 8.1 of this Agreement. In the event any deficiencies or defects are discovered but not
corrected prior to the expiration of the bond or letter of credit provided by the Developer, the bond
or letter of credit shall at the sole discretion of the Village be extended for an additional year in an
amount that shall not exceed 125% of the Village Engineer’s estimated cost of repairing the
identified deficiencies or latent defects. After its receipt of the Developer’s Bill of Sale and the
required bond or letter of credit, the Village shall by written resolution accept the water and sewer
main improvements dedicated to the Village. Following the acceptance by the Village of the
Developer’s water and sewer main improvements, the Village shall, subject to its ability to draw
upon the letter of credit that it has received, be responsible for all repairs and maintenance to the
water and sewer mains and shall continue to maintain them as part of the Village’s infrastructure.
The maintenance bond or letter of credit required by this section may also include Developer’s
maintenance bond or letter of credit obligations under Sections 5.3 and 7.3, provided that the
$1,000,000.00 amount shall not be reduced until all the obligations of Sections 5.3, 6.3 and 7.3
have been met.

ARTICLE VIiI
DETENTION POND

7.1 Construction standards for the detention pond. The detention pond constructed by the
Developer shall be constructed in accordance with all MWRD requirements and the permits
received from the Metropolitan Water Reclamation District.
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7.2 Village inspection. The Village and Village Engineer shall have the right to inspect the
construction of the Detention pond as often as deemed desirable to confirm that they are being
constructed pursuant to the required standards. Any inspections conducted by the Village and the
Village Engineer shall be performed solely for the benefit of the Village and shall not be construed
to relieve the Developer of its separate and independent obligations under this Agreement and
under applicable MWRD regulations, ordinances and permits.

7.3  Village acceptance of water and sewer mains. The Village shall only accept the
detention pond after it has received all approvals from the MWRD. After the MWRD’s acceptance
of the detention pond, the Developer shall provide the Village with a Bill of Sale transferring and
dedicating the detention pond to the Village and a maintenance bond or letter of credit in the
amount of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) that shall remain in force for the period of one
calendar year from the date of the Village resolution accepting the detention pond. The Village
may draw upon the bond or letter of credit for the correction of any deficiencies or latent defects
discovered in the construction of the detention pond. If a letter of credit is given, it shall comply
with the requirements of this section and Section 8.1 of this Agreement. In the event any
deficiencies or defects are discovered but not corrected prior to the expiration of the bond or letter
of credit provided by the Developer, the bond or letter of credit shall at the sole discretion of the
Village be extended for an additional year in an amount that shall not exceed 125% of the Village
Engineer’s estimated cost of repairing the identified deficiencies or latent defects. After its receipt
of the Developer’s Bill of Sale and the required bond or letter of credit, the Village shall by written
resolution accept the dedication of the detention pond. Following the acceptance by the Village of
the detention pond, the Village shall, subject to its ability to draw upon the letter of credit that it
has received, be responsible for all repairs and maintenance to the detention pond and shall
continue to maintain the detention pond. The maintenance bond or letter of credit required by this
section may also include Developer's maintenance bond or letter of credit obligations under
Sections 5.3 and 6.3; provided that the $1,000,000.00 amount shall not be reduced until all the
obligations of Sections 5.3, 6.3 and 7.3 have been met.

ARTICLE VIII
LETTER OF CREDIT STANDARDS

8.1 Any letter of credit to be provided pursuant to this Agreement shall be in a form that is
approved by the Village, which shall not be unreasonably withheld or delayed. The letter of credit
shall be irrevocable until the date of its expiration and must be able to be drawn upon by the Village
of Glenwood by its personal appcarance at a bank located in Illinois that is no further than 30 miles
from the borders of the Village of Glenwood.



ARTICLE IX
DEVELOPER’S REQUIRED APPROVALS

9.1  Plan Approval. The Developer shall submit to the Village a complete permit application,
with all required documentation including engineering, development and other required plans (the
“Plans”) for the Redevelopment Project to be constructed by the Developer. The Village shall
review said application in accordance with all applicable ordinances, codes, regulations and the
terms of this Agreement, and shall approve the application and Plans or provide a writien
description of the reasons that the application and/or the Plans have not been approved.

9.2  Construction Approval. Prior to commencing any work on the Redevelopment Project,
the Developer shall obtain or cause its contractors to obtain all requisite governmental permits and
approvals for such work and at such times as are required in accordance with Village ordinances
and codes as well as the requirements of any governmental body or agency having any having
jurisdiction of any aspect of the Redevelopment Property including the Metropolitan Water
Reclamation District. Until such requirements have been satisfied, the Developer or other entity
shall have no right to proceed with site preparation or construction, and shall not be entitled to
apply for or receive any occupancy permits.

ARTICLE X
CONSTRUCTION OF THE REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT

10.1 Construction _of Redevelopment Project. The Developer shall commence
construction of the roads, water and sewer mains, detention pond and any privately owned
buildings being constructed at the same time no later than promptly after approval by the Village
of Developer’s Plans and any required MWRD approvals. The Developer agrees to cause
construction of the Redevelopment Project to proceed in a timely manner and substantially in
accordance with the objectives of the Redevelopment Project as it may be modified or revised
from time to time. The Developer shall undertake or cause to be undertaken the Redevelopment
Project in accordance with the Plans to be filed with, and approved by, the Village, and any other
appropriate governmental or regulatory agency. The Developer shall expeditiously construct or
cause to be constructed the Redevelopment Project in a good and workmanlike manner in
accordance with all applicable federal, state and local laws, ordinances and regulations. The
Developer shall not cause or permit any material deviation from Village approved engincering and
construction plans and specifications without the Village’s prior consent.

10.2 Indemnification. The Developer covenants and agrees to pay, at its expense, any
and all claims, damages, demands, expenses, liabilities and losses resulting from the construction
and development activities of the Developer, its agents, contractors and subcontractors with
respect to the Redevelopment Project and to indemnify and save the Village and its officers, agents,
employees, engineers and attorneys (the “Indemnitees”) harmless of, from and against such claims,
damages, demands, expenses, liabilities and losses. The Developer shall provide satisfactory proof
of insurance covering such indemnity of the Village or, if it is self-insured, proof of adequate
security for such indemnity.

10.3 No Liens. No mechanics’ or other liens shall be established against the
Redevelopment Project, the Subject Property, any Village property or any Village funds in
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connection with the Redevelopment Project for labor or materials furnished in connection with
any acquisition, demolition, site preparation, construction, additions, modifications,
improvements, repairs, renewals or replacements so made; provided, however, that the Developer
shall not be in default hereunder if mechanics’ or other liens are filed or established and the
Developer contests in good faith said mechanics’ liens. In such event the mechanics’ or other liens
may remain undischarged and unsatisfied during the period of such contest and any appeal
therefrom, Developer shall not be in violation of this Section if the Developer posts a bond or a
letter of credit in an amount sufficient to cover any liens, and the Developer sends wrilten notice
to the Village advising of the type and amount of the security posted for such liens. In no event,
however, shall the Developer allow the foreclosure of any mechanics’ or other liens. The
Developer shall pay in full any and all liens for which it is found liable.

10.4 Agreement to Pay Taxes. The Developer agrees that it shall pay, or cause to be
paid, all real estate tax bills for all portions of the Subject Property promptly on or before the due
date of such tax bills.

10.5 Completion of Redevelopment Project.  The Developer agrees to pay any and
all costs and expenses necessary for the timely and lien free completion of the Redevelopment
Project, even if said costs and expenses exceed the project budget or any amendments thereto, and
to indemnify and hold the Village and its officers, elected and appointed, employees, agents and
attorneys harmless from and against any and all loss, damage, cost, expense. injury or liability the
Village may suffer or incur in connection with the failure of the Developer to complete the
Redevelopment Project, and to pay all reasonable attorneys’ fees, costs and expenses the Village
incurs in enforcing the obligations of the Developer under this Redevelopment Agreement, except
to the extent that such claim arises from the Village's negligence, willful misconduct or failure to
comply with the terms of this Agreement. The roads, water and sewer mains, detention pond and
any privately owned buildings being constructed at the same time shall be completed in all respects
with 18 months from the commencement of construction of the roadway, subject to force majeure.

10.6 Village’s Right to Monitor and Inspect Redevelopment Project Site.

In addition to any other rights specified in this Agreement with regard to the construction
and maintenance of the Redevelopment Project, the Village shall have the right but not the
obligation to inspect the Subject Property for the purpose of monitoring the progress of the
Redevelopment Project. During such inspections, which may be made with reasonable advance
notice and during normal business hours, Village representatives shall be allowed access to the site
as necessary for the Village to determine whether the Redevelopment Project is proceeding in a
timely manner and in compliance with all applicable laws, codes, ordinances, plans and
regulations, subject to limitations required by safety considerations. The rights set forth herein and
the Village’s exercise of said rights shall not be construed to relieve the Developer of its separate
and independent obligations under this Agreement and under applicable Village codes, regulations
and ordinances or as a waiver of any further rights of the Village regarding the construction and
maintenance of the Redevelopment Project, including the right to require code compliance and
issue stop work orders or violation notices.
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ARTICLE X1
REIMBURSEMENT OF
REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT COSTS

11.1  Definitions.

(a) For purposes of this Agreement, “Redevelopment Project Costs” shall mean and
include the following costs:

i) Costs of studies, surveys, the preparation of construction plans and specifications
including but not limited to professional services costs for architectural,
engineering, and legal costs related to the redevelopment of the Subject Property as
allowed by 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-3(q)(1); and

ii) Cost related to the Developer’s acquisition of land pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/11-
74.4-3(q)(2); and

iii) The Developer’s site preparation costs including the clearing and grading of
land, the installation of sanitary sewer, storm sewer and detention facilities, water
mains, and the costs to bring other utilities to buildings pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/11-
74.4-3(q)(2); and

(iv) Costs related to the construction of roadways, public improvements, drive
ways, drive aisles, parking areas and pedestrian walking surfaces pursuant to 65
ILCS 5/11-74.4-3(q) & (g)(2) & (g)(4); and

(v) Financing costs for the Redevelopment Project including the payment of interest
accruing during the estimated period of construction of the Redevelopment Project,
which shall not exceed 36 months pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-3(q)(6),

to the extent they are eligible for payment and reimbursement under the Tax Increment Allocation
Redevelopment Act.

“Eligible Redevelopment Project Costs™ are “Redevelopment Project Costs” that have
received a Certificate of Eligibilily pursuant to Section 11.5. The Parties recognize that, by
statute the cost to build a privately owned building cannot be an Eligible Redevelopment
Project Cost under the Act.

11.2 Payment limited to received tax increment revenue; waiver of assessment
appeals to PTAB/Circuit Court.
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(a) THE PARTIES AGREE AND UNDERSTAND THAT THE VILLAGE’S
"PAYMENT OBLIGATIONS UNDER THIS AGREEMENT SHALL NOT BE A GENERAL
OBLIGATION OF THE VILLAGE BUT ONLY LIMITED OBLIGATIONS PAYABLE
SOLELY FROM THE TAX INCREMENT REVENUE ACTUALLY RECEIVED BY THE
VILLAGE FROM THE STATE STREET REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT AREA FOR
PIN 32-10-400-006-0000.

(b) Developer recognizes that the tax increment revenue actually received by the
Village in a given calendar year will be reduced by property tax refunds received by the Developer
in the same calendar year from prior years’ tax appeals pertaining to any portion of the Subject
Property, if any. ACCORDINGLY, THE DEVELOPER AGREES THAT BEGINNING
WITH TAX ASSESSMENT YEAR 2030 IT WILL WAIVE ANY RIGHT TO
CHALLENGE, AND NOT IN ANY MANNER CHALLENGE, THE ASSESSED VALUE
OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY OR ANY PORTION THEREOF AS DETERMINED BY
THE COOK COUNTY BOARD OF REVIEW FOR ANY TAX ASSESSMENT YEAR
UNTIL THE EXPIRATION OF THE REDEVELOPMENT PROJECT AREA IN WHICH
THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED. THIS WAIVER INLCUDES ANY RIGHT TO APPEAL
OR CHALLENGE THE DETERMINATION OF THE ASSESSED VALUE OF ANY
PORTION OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY AS DETERMINED BY THE COOK
COUNTY BOARD OF REVIEW INCLUDING BUT NOT LIMITED TO ANY EXISTING
OR FUTURE RIGHT THE DEVELOPER MIGHT OTHERWISE HAVE TO: (1) FILE
ANY COMPLAINT OR PROCEEDING BEFORE THE ILLINOIS PROPERTY TAX
APPEAL BOARD; OR (2) FILE ANY COMPLAINT OR PROCEEDING IN THE
CIRCUIT COURT CHALLENGING THE ASSESSED VALUE OF ANY PORTION OF
THE SUBJECT PROPERTY; OR (3) PURSUE ANY OTHER METHOD OR
PROCEEDING THAT MAY BE AVAILABLE TO IT TO CHALLENGE THE ASSESSED
VALUE OF THE SUBJECT PROPERTY AS DETERMINED BY THE COOK COUNTY
BOARD OF REVIEW.

11.3 Restriction on assessment appeals to the Cook County Assessor or Board of
Review.

Beginning with tax assessment year 2030 (for tax bills payable in 2031) and for each year
thereafter, the Developer, and any successor in interest to the Developer, agrees to waive any right
it may have to file an appeal of the assessed value of any portion of the Subject Property with
either the Cook County Assessor or the Cook County Board of Review. This waiver, however,
shall not apply to tax assessment year 2030 or to any subsequent tax assessment year if any one of
the following conditions are met:

1. The assessment appeal is based upon a claimed reduction in the assessed valuc
as a result of the destruction of any portion of a structure located upon any
portion of the Subject Property;

2. The assessment appeal is based upon a claimed reduction in the assessed value
as a result of the impact of an act of God such as a flood, tornado etc. or the
discovery of an environmental hazard on the any portion of the Subject
Property;
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3. The assessment appeal is based upon a claimed reduction in the assessed value
as a result of a governmental declaration of emergency or governmental order,
related to an emergency including, but not limited to a health emergency or a
pandemic which substantially impacts the ability to conduct operations on the
Subject Property;

4. The assessment appeal is based upon a claimed reduction in the assessed value
as a result of a vacancy or the temporary or permanent cessation of operations
on the Subject Property;

5. The assessment appeal is based upon a claimed reduction in the assessed value
as a result of restrictions on the use of the Subject Property caused by
construction of new improvements on the Subject Property,

6. The assessed value of the Subject Property is 105% greater than it was for the
prior year; or

7. For the purpose of maintaining any Class 8 Incentive for the Property; or
Except as restricted in this Section 11.3, nothing contained herein shall prevent the developer from
appealing the assessed value of any portion of the subject property to either the Cook County

Assessor and/or the Cook County Board of Review.

11.4 Reimbursement of Eligible Redevelopment Costs.

(a) The Parties acknowledge that the development of the Redevelopment Project for
the Subject Property as provided in Exhibit B of this Agreement and the Village approved plans
will be assisted in part by the reimbursement of the Developer’s Eligible Redevelopment Project
Costs, as certified by the Village, pursuant to Section 11.5. Beginning with the calendar year which
begins on January Ist after the date the Developer receives an occupancy permit for a lot within
the Subject Property and for each calendar year thereafter, the Developer, subject to all the
payment limitations of this Agreement, shall be reimbursed for the Eligible Redevelopment
Project Costs it has expended in the amounts equal to:

(1) 50% of the tax increment revenue actually received by the Village within the State
Street Redevelopment Project Area from the Subject Property (currently only PIN 32-10-
400-006-0000) for the calendar year.

(b) Maximum Total Payment. Notwithstanding any other term or provision of this
Agreement, the total sum of all payments received by the Developer shall not exceed the total sum
of the Developer’s Eligible Redevelopment Project Costs. Developer understands that it shall only
be reimbursed from the property taxes it actually pays for the Subject Property in the percentage
set forth in Section 11.4(a). Developer understands and expects that it will likely not receive the
maximum payment amount as described in this Section 11.4(b).

(c) Maximum Term - State Street Redevelopment Project Area. Developer
understands and recognizes that no payment can be made, or be due from the State Street
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Redevelopment Project Area for the Subject Property (currently PIN: 32-10-400-006-0000) after
the State Street Redevelopment Project Area expires on December 31, 2040.

(d) All the payments due to the Developer pursuant to thig Agreement are contingent
upon the Developer’s continued ownership of the Subject Property, the Developer’s operation of
the Redevelopment Project on the Subject Property and the timely payment of all property taxes
due for the Subject Property.

(e) The Village, in its sole discretion, reserves the right, but does not have the
obligation to, advance the reimbursement of any portion of the Developer’s unreimbursed Eligible
Redevelopment Project Costs.

(H At no time shall the Developer receive any interest on any amounts owed to it under
this Agreement.

(g) Developer payments due under this Agreement shall be payable to Lake County
Excavating Co.

(h) Payments due the Developer shall be determined and made within 60 days after the
due date for the 2nd installment tax bill for each year.

11.5 Certification of Redevelopment Project Costs.

The Developer shall apply for the issuance of a Certificate of Eligibility by submitting to
the Village a written request for certification that describes in detail the cost item for which
certification is sought (a "Certification Application"). Each Certification Application shall be
accompanied by such bills, contracts, canceled checks evidencing payment, lien waivers, engineers
and owner certificates or other evidence that the Village shall reasonably require to establish
satisfactory completion of the work for which reimbursement is sought, payment of the cost, and
that the cost constitutes a Redevelopment Project Cost under the provisions of this Agreement and
the TIF Act.

The Village shall have the right to inspect any improvements for which a Certification
Application has been submitted and to review the records of Developer and its contractors and
sub-contractors which contain information reasonably neccessary for the Village to evaluate
whether a cost for which reimbursement is sought is a Redevelopment Project Cost and whether
there has otherwise been compliance with the terms of this Agreement. Developer, to the
maximum extent permitted by law and to the maximum extent that it has the authority to do so,
shall cause any person having possession of information relating to a Certification Application to
furnish the Village with information which the Village reasonably considers appropriate for its
determination as to whether or not the Certification Application shall be approved.

If the Village determines that the costs for which reimbursement is requested in a
Certification Application arc eligible Redevelopment Project Costs and that there has otherwise
been compliance with the provisions of this Agreement, as such provisions pertain to the
Certification Application, the Village shall issue a written Certificate of Eligibility for the costs.
In the event the Village determines that some, but not all, of the costs described in a Certification
Application are eligible Redevelopment Project Costs, the Village shall, proceed to issuc a
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Certificate of Eligibility for that portion of the costs described in the Certification Application
which the Village determines constitute Redevelopment Project Costs and send a notice of
disapproval as to those costs described in the Certification Application which the Village was
unable to determine constitute eligible Redevelopment Project Costs. If the Village refuses to
issue a Certificate of Eligibility as to all or a portion of the costs described in a Certification
Application, Developer shall have the right to include such costs in a subsequent Certification
Application unless the Village issues a determination that the costs cannot constitute
Redevelopment Project Cost pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement or pursuant to any
applicable law, ordinance, rule or regulation.

The Village shall have thirty-five (35) days after submission of the last required item
containing information relating to a Certification Application or the submission of the Certification
Application, whichever occurs last, to approve or disapprove a Certification Application and, if
the Certification Application is approved, issue a Certificate of Eligibility. If the Certification
Application is not approved, the Village shall identify specifically those items that it is not
approving and shall issue a Certificate of Eligibility for all other items in the Certification
Application.

The issuance of a Certificate of Eligibility by the Village shall not constitute approval of
or acceptance of the work for which the cost was incurred that is covered by the Certificate of
Eligibility for the purpose of indicating that such work complies with the Village Requirements,
including, but not limited to, codes, ordinances and regulations pertaining to the issuance of
occupancy permits.

11.6 Village Accounting.

The Village shall maintain complete books and records showing deposits to and
disbursements from the Special Tax Allocation Fund for the Industrial and Industrial North
Redevelopment Project Areas, which books and records shall be deemed complete if kept in
accordance with generally accepted accounting principles as applied to Illinois municipalities and
in accordance with the provisions of the Act. Such books and records shall be available for
examination by the duly authorized officers or agents of the Developer during normal business
hours upon request made not less than five (5) business days prior to the date of such examination.
The Village shall maintain such books and records throughout the term of this Agreement and for
four (4) years thereafter, all subject to the requirements of the Act.

11.7 Village’s Right to Inspect Books and Records.

The Developer agrees that, up to lwo years after completion and approval of the
Redevelopment Project, the Village, with reasonable advance notice and during normal business
hours, shall have the right and authority to review, audit, and copy, from time to time, the
Developer’s books and records relating to the Redevelopment Project funded by the Village
hereunder (including the following, if any: all loan statements, general contractor’s sworn
statements, general contracts, subcontracts, material purchase orders, waivers of lien, paid receipts



and invoices) in order to confirm that reimbursement is being made for Redevelopment Project
Costs or other purposes permitted under the Act.

ARTICLE XII
VILLAGE SUPPORT OF A CLASS 8 COOK COUNTY INCENTIVE

12.1. Village support for a Class 8. Upon the Developer's request, the Village agrees
to pass a resolution or ordinance supporting the Developer’s application for a Cook County Class
8 Property Tax Incentive for the Subject Property (currently PIN 32- 10-400-006-0000) owned by
the Developer. The Developer understands that a Class 8 property tax incentive must be granted
by Cook County; that the Village has no authority, control or role in the decision to grant or not
grant a Class 8 property tax incentive; and that any such Class 8 incentive is subject to all current
and future Cook County ordinances, rules and procedures for the granting of such incentives. The
Developer represents that it has made all inquiries it deems necessary and pertinent pertaining to
its desire to obtain a Cook County Class 8 property tax incentive and that it accepts all risk that
such an incentive may not be granted at all or may not be granted in the form or manner desired
by Developer. The Village shall have no liability or responsibility to the Developer (other than its
obligation to support the Developer’s request for a County Class 8 incentive) or to anyone else if
a Cook County Class 8 property tax incentive is not granted. It shall be the Developer’s
responsibility to apply for the Class 8 incentive. The Developer also agrees that its failure to obtain
a Class 8 property tax incentive shall not be a material mistake of fact or a material mistake of law
and that such failure shall not in any manner prevent the enforcement of any other Developer
obligation or Village obligation set forth in this Agreement.

ARTICLE XIIi

ARTICLE XIV
GENERAL PROVISIONS

14.1 Time of Essence.

Time is of the essence of this Agreement. The Parties will make every reasonable effort to
expedite the subject matters hereof and acknowledge that the successful performance of this
Agreement requires their continued cooperation.

14.2  Default.

(a) A Party shall be deemed in default under this Agreement (which shall be deemed a breach
hereunder) if such Party fails to materially perform, observe or comply with any of its covenants,
agreements or obligations hereunder or breaches or violates any of its representations contained in
this Agreement.

(b) Before any failure of any Party to this Agreement to perform its obligations under this
Agreement shall be deemed to be a breach of this Agreement, the Party claiming such failure shall
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notify, in writing, the Party alleged to have failed to perform of the alleged failure and shall demand
performance. No breach of this Agreement may be found to have occurred if performance has
commenced to the reasonable satisfaction of the complaining Party within thirty (30) days of the
receipt of such notice. Upon a breach of this Agreement, the non-defaulting Party may terminate
this Agreement and may, in any court of competent jurisdiction, by an action or proceeding at law
or in equity, secure the specific performance of the covenants and agreements herein contained, or
may be awarded damages for failure of performance. Except as otherwise set forth herein, no
action taken by a Party pursuant to the provisions of this Section or pursuant to the provisions of
any other Section of this Agreement shall be deemed to constitute an election of remedies and all
remedies set forth in this Agreement shall be cumulative and non-exclusive of any other remedy
either set forth herein or available to any Party at law or in equity.

14.3 Amendment. This Agreement, and any exhibits attached hereto, may be amended
only by the mutual agreement of the Parties evidenced by a written amendment, by the adoption
of an ordinance, resolution or motion of the Village approving such written amendment, as
provided by law, and by the execution of such written amendment by the Parties or their successors
in interest.

14.4 Entire Agreement. This Agreement sets forth all agreements, understandings
and covenants between and among the Parties relative to the matters herein contained. This
Agreement supersedes all prior written agreements, negotiations and understandings, written and
oral, and shall be deemed a full integration of the entire agreement of the Parties.

14.5 Severability. If any provision, covenant, agreement or portion of this Agreement,
or its application to any person, entity or property, is held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect
the application or validity of any other provisions, covenants, agreements or portions of this
Agreement and, to that end, all provisions, covenants, agreements or portions of this Agreement
are declared to be severable.

14.6 Illinois Law. This Agreement shall be construed its accordance with the laws of
the State of Illinois.

14.7 Notice. Any notice to be given or served hereunder or under any document
or instrument executed pursuant hereto shall be in writing and shall be (i) delivered personally,
with a receipt requested therefor; or (ii) sent by telecopy facsimile; or (iii) sent by a nationally
recognized overnight courier service; or (iv) delivered by United States registered or certified mail,
return receipt requested, postage prepaid. All notices shall be addressed to the Parties at their
respective addresses set forth below, and shall be effective (a) upon receipt or refusal if delivered
personally or by telecopy facsimile; (b) one (1) business day after depositing with such an
overnight courier service or (c) four (4) business days after deposit in the United States mails, if
mailed. A Party may change its address for receipt of notices by service of a notice of such change
in accordance with this Section. All notices by telecopy facsimile shall be subsequently confirmed
by U.S. certified or registered man, return receipt requested. Notice shall be provided as follows:

14.8 Assignment. The Developer agrees that it shall not sell, assign or otherwise
transfer its rights and obligations under this Agreement other than to an entity having common
ownership with the Developer without the approval of the Village ,which shall not be unreasonably
withheld or delayed.

14.9 Successors and Assigns. The agreements, undertakings, rights, benefits and
privileges set forth in this Agreement shall be binding upon and inure to the benefit of the parties
and their respective successors, assigns and legal representatives (including successor Corporate
Authorities) as limited by section 14.8.

14.10 Commencement/Termination This Agreement shall commence on the date that
it is last signed by one of the parties. This Agreement shall terminate, even if the Developer has
not received the total maximum payment set forth in Section 11.4(b), upon the earliest of the
following to occur: (1) the completion of the Redevelopment Project and the reimbursement of all
amounts due the Developer for which a Certificate of Eligibility has been issued by the Village, or
(2) the expiration of the State Street Redevelopment Project Area on December 31, 2040 as
required by 65 ILCS 5/11-74.4-3.5(a); or (3) upon the termination of this Agreement as result of
a default or the operation of any other provision herein. However, the termination of this
Agreement shall not have any impact upon the Developer’s continued receipt of any Class 8 Cook
County incentive that was previously granted by Cook County.

14.11 Interpretations. This Agreement has been jointly negotiated by the Parties
and shall not be construed against a Party because that Party may have primarily assumed
responsibility for the drafting of this Agreement.

14.12 Exhibits. All exhibits attached hereto are declared to be a part of this
Agreement and are incorporated herein by this reference.
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14.13 Force Majeure. means any of the following acts or conditions, which are
unforeseen, beyond the reasonable control of the Parties and cause (or could reasonably be
expected to cause) a delay a Party’s performance of its duties or obligations under this Agreement
(a) acts of God; (b) floods, fires, earthquakes or hurricanes; (¢) pandemics or epidemics (excluding
conditions relating to COVID-19); (d) war, invasion, hostilities (whether war is declared or not),
terrorist threats or acts, riot or other civil disturbance; (¢) laws or governmental orders, regulations
or acts not in existence or reasonably foreseeable as of the date of this Agreement, or laws or
governmental orders, regulations or acts in existence as of the date of this Agreement which are
supplemented, increased, modified or amended after the date of this Agreement in a manner which
was not reasonably foreseeable as of the date of this Agreement; or (f) strikes, labor stoppages,
slowdowns or lockouts, or disruption to transportation services.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 10-46 OF THE OF THE VILLAGE’S CODE
OF ORDINANCES

WHEREAS, the Village of Glenwood is a Home Rule municipality under the Constitution of
the State of Illinois;

WHEREAS, except as limited pursuant to Article 7, Section 6, the Village of Glenwood, as a
home rule unit of local government, has the authority to exercise “any power and perform any
function pertaining to its government and affairs including, but not limited to, the power to regulate
for the protection of the public health, safety, morals and welfare; to license; to tax; and to incur

debt;

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the Village of Glenwood has determined that it is in the
Village’s best interest to amend Section 10-46 of the Village’s Code of Ordinances to revise the time
for the sale of alcohol; and

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the President and Board of Trustees of the Village of
Glenwood, Cook County Illinois, pursuant to its home rule powers as follows:

SECTION 1: Recitals.

The foregoing recitals are true, correct and material to this Ordinance. The forgoing recitals

are incorporated into this Section as if they were fully set forth in this Section.
SECTION 2: Amendment to Section 10-46 of the Code of Ordinances.
Section 10-46 of Chapter 10 (Alcoholic Beverages) of the Village of Glenwood’s Code of

Ordinances shall herein be amended and restated to state in its entirety as follows:

[y ]



Sec. 10-46. Hours for the sale of alcoholic liquor.

(a) Except as otherwise provided in subsections (a)(1) through (7) below, it
shall be unlawful to sell or offer for sale any alcoholic liquors in the village
between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 6:00 a.m. on any weekday or on Saturday, and
between the hours of 2:00 a.m. and 12:00 noon on Sunday. It shall also be unlawtul
to sell or offer for sale any alcoholic liquors in the village in violation of any of the
subsections (a)(1) through (7) set forth below:

(1) Provided, however, that all holders of class A, B. D. E or G liquor
licenses are prohibited from the retail package sale of any alcoholic liquor
after the hour of 10:00 p.m. on Sunday through Thursday. and after the hour
of 11:00 p.m. on Fridays and Saturdays. All holders of class A, B, D. E or
G liquor licenses are also prohibited from the retail package sale of any
alcoholic liquor prior to the hour of 9:00 a.m. on Saturday.

(2) Provided further, however. that all holders of class D and class E liquor
licenses are hereby permitted to commence the retail package sale of all
alcoholic liquors on the premises commencing at 11:00 a.m. on Sundays.

(3) Provided further, however. that all holders of class I and class L liquor
licenses are hereby permitted to sell or offer for sale any alcoholic liquors
for consumption on the premises. during the hours of 6:00 a.m. to 2:00 a.m.
Monday through Sunday.

(4) Provided further, however. that all holders of class J liquor licenses are
hereby permitted to consume beer and wine on the premises, only on
Fridays, between the hours of 11:00 a.m. and 10:00 p.m.

(5) Provided further. however, that all holders of class M liquor licenses are
hereby permitted to sell or offer for sale beer and wine seven days a week.
only during the hours of 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 a.m.

(6) Provided further. however, that all holders of class F liquor licenses are
hereby permitted to commence sale of beer and wine only for consumption
on the premises commencing at 9:00 a.m. on Sundays.

(7) Provided further. however, that all holders of a class R liquor license
shall not be authorized to sell any alcoholic liquors: (1) after the hour of

p.m. on any Sunday through Thursday day; and (2) after the hour
of [ p.m. on any Friday or Saturday][ a.m. on any Saturday
or Sunday].



(b) It shall be unlawful to keep open for business or admit the public, or to
permit the public or any person other than the licensee, his employees or members
of his family, to remain in or on any premises in or on which alcoholic liquor is
sold at retail during the hours within which the sale of liquor is prohibited:
however. in the case of restaurants, clubs and hotels, such establishments may be
kept open during such hours, but no alcoholic liquor may be sold to or consumed
by the public during such hours.

SECTION 3: Repealer.

The specific terms and conditions of this Ordinance shall prevail against other existing
ordinances of the Village to the extent there may be any conflict. All existing ordinances of the
Village which directly conflict with the terms of this Ordinance are herein repealed.

SECTION 4: Home Rule

This Ordinance, and each of its terms, shall be the effective legislative act of a home rule
municipality without regard to whether such Ordinance should: (a) contain terms contrary to the
provisions of current or subsequent non-preemptive state law; or (b) legislate in a manner or
regarding a matter not delegated to municipalities by state law. It is the intent of the corporate
authorities of the Village of Glenwood that to the extent that the terms of this Ordinance should be
inconsistent with any non-preemptive state law, this Ordinance shall supersede state law in that
regard within its jurisdiction.

SECTION S: Effective date.

This Ordinance shall effective immediately after its passage and approval. This Ordinance

shall be published in pamphlet form after its passage and approval.
